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Hello LBCC Students, staff and faculty,

While the campus is utilizing social distancing, many of you might be seeking resources that can help support you in areas such as where to get food support, housing support, internet access, help with utilities, and healthcare support. The Roadrunner Resource Center is here to help, and here is how:

Since we are unable to do in-person meetings for a few weeks, I wanted to make sure all students are aware of the Single Stop Resource Database on our website- it is open to everyone 24/7. Here are the directions on how to access:

1. Go to this link: https://www.linnbenton.edu/rrc and scroll to the bottom and click the blue search for resources button. Enter zip code, then click enter. 
2. Click the browse local resources page button again, and that brings you to the database. 
3. You will see a map, and options to click on to filter your search. Click the box by Housing for example, and it will think for a moment, and filter out everything except what is tagged as Housing.  
4. From here, you can scroll through and find places that meet what you are looking for, the websites, and how to contact them. 
 
Some great resources that are starting to emerge: 
 
Internet service: 
Internet Essentials is low-cost internet service for families, and is being offered for two months free. This can help with accessing coursework while we are in a work-from-home phase. https://www.internetessentials.com/
 
Wifi Hotspots: 
Xfinity WiFi hotspots across the region are now available to anyone who needs them for free – including non-Xfinity Internet subscribers. If you do not currently have home internet access, Xfinity also offers Internet Essentials and new customers will receive 60 days of complimentary service. Search wifi.xfinity.com for coverage in your area. We will share other coverage providers when they become available.
 
Meals for kids/FISH assistance:
Free breakfast and lunch are available to all children age 1-18 every weekday at 13 different locations. All the times and locations can be found at bit.ly/GAPSMeals. 
 
FISH is providing home food delivery of large Snacks for Packs for those in need.  If you are experiencing food insecurity and are unable to pick up these meals, please contact FISH directly and let them know that the school district sent you. They are open Monday through Friday, and you may pick up food boxes at the FISH office. If you are interested in volunteering and/or donating, please contact FISH directly at (541) 928-4460.  
 
Food Resources for families in need: 
Expensify.org is going to temporarily redirect all of its charitable funds to Expensify.org/hunger. With its ability to reimburse volunteers directly in real-time, Expensify.org is uniquely positioned to help families in need immediately. Until today, this fund was focused on paying off kids' "lunch debts" , but with schools closed around the nation, that isn't the top priority. Instead, we're devoting everything to a new program: matching SNAP grocery purchases up to $50 per family. It works like this:
1. Purchase food as normal with your SNAP card
0. Download Expensify on iOS or Android, for free
0. Join the Expensify.org/hunger policy
0. SmartScan the receipt, which will tell us how much you paid and show that it was paid for with an Electronic Benefits Transfer (EBT) card
0. Submit it to volunteer@expensify.org
0. Set up your bank account to receive the funds
0. So long as we have funds available, we will reimburse up to $50 per family (one time), the very next day.
You can use EBT online to purchase food:
Oregonians can now use their EBT online to purchase food from Amazon and Walmart. Delivery fees are not covered by EBT, but during this time of social distancing this could help people avoid going into a store: https://www.fns.usda.gov/snap/online-purchasing-pilot 
Bedtime stories for kids in English and Spanish:
Greater Albany Public Schools will join you live on Facebook at 7:30 p.m. for Bedtime Stories for kids, with school and district staff reading a bedtime book in both English and Spanish! This week, at 8:30 p.m., a special Spanish-version Batman reading for older students will also be airing. Readings will be streamed live on the district Facebook page (fb.com/greateralbanypublicschools) or shared on the district page from school Facebook pages.
